


cupboard. Because the test was done in
February, I had an optional Suburban LP
gas water heater installed. Heating the
unit was easy with the standard Suburban
LP gas automatic furnace.

Our test unit featured a four-person
dinette at the rear of the vehicle that
converts into a 52-inch-wide double bed.
With the front converted beds, this unit
sleepsupto four people. Roadtrek models
arealsoavailable with floorplans featuring
twin beds or a king-size bed.

For mealtime, a laminate table seats
up to four. When not in use, it can easily
be taken down. To further enhance the
living area, this section has a built-in
platform that will hold a small remote-
control television set. An upper rear
cabinet houses the optional 110-volt
Fedders air conditioner without affecting
the sleek lines of the exterior appearance
and aerodynamic shape of the van.
Undemeath the rear floor is a storage
trunk with access through the rear door of
the van.

The 190 Versatile has an interior
headroom of six feet and exterior overall
height of 8'3”. With an overall length of
19'4”, overall width of 67" and a 128-
inch wheelbase, this unitisrated totow up
to about 6,000 pounds, depending on
passenger and cargo weight.

Our test run took us to Calgary,
Edmonton, Lethbridge and Banff, Alberta.
The Roadtrek never slowed on the
mountainous terrain nor did it show any
signs of sluggishness on even the steepest
inclines. The unit weighs about 6,000
pounds and, surprisingly, ithandled more
like a car than a motorhome. I was later
told that one of the reasons for the
Roadtrek’s superb handling capabilities
was due to the fact that the water tanks are
located below the floor and fitted between
the axles. This improves weight
distribution and centres the vehicle for
better handling.

Since I tested the Home & Park in the
winter, I didn’t get a chance to use the

Fiamma awning, butI did see it displayed
at Nicholson RV’s exhibit during the
Edmonton RV Show. Like the unit, the
retractable awning is Polar White and,
when extended, creates a comfortable
patio area.

Though Home & Park offers a three-
year or 60,000-kilometre (36,000-mile)
limited warranty on the motorhome, the
appliances are covered under individual
manufacturers’ warranties. The superior
road handling capabilities combined with
unique design innovations are just two of
the reasons why the Roadtrek 190
Versatile is a leader in the Class Bmarket.
